It premiered on West Virginia Public Television in June and is a professional 
production by The Walkabout Company in Wheeling. WVACo won the 2011 “Spirit of 
West Virginia” Award in September for the movie from the Division of Tourism. The 
DVDs are available for $10 from the WVACo. The DVD features 15 courthouses, but 
several others are shown and Patti says the DVD really highlights the history and 
importance of all of the courthouses in the state. There is a brief segment on election 
activity near the end of the DVD.

Secretary of State Website Wins Third Place In Pew Center Study 
 

 The West Virginia Secretary of State’s website has ranked third nationally in a 
Pew Center on the States study that evaluated how content about elections is 
presented online to voters. 
 West Virginia scored 45.4 out of a possible high score of 50. The Pew Center 
evaluated the elections websites of all 50 states and the District of Columbia. 
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 West Virginia received high marks for posting information about how to register 
to vote, a detailed state candidate list, information for military and overseas voters, 
information about absentee voting, results for current and past elections with detailed 
maps, and active voter outreach through social media channels such as Facebook and 
Twitter. 
 The Pew Center made special note of a “comprehensive and easy-to-read 
alphabetical list of municipal elections.” That list includes the dates of each 
municipality’s primary and general election and the voting system used in each 
municipality. 
 Efforts are being made to make the website even better. In the future, voters will 
be able to see sample ballots online and find more detailed information about the 
location of their polling place. One improvement that has already been made is the 
ability of an absentee voter to check the status of their ballot and make sure it was 
received and counted. 
 Overall, the West Virginia Secretary of State’s election website ranked 22nd out 
of 50 states and the District of Columbia.
