Congressional Redistricting Plan Decision Announced 
 

 Early Tuesday afternoon, the three judge federal panel announced their decision 
that the congressional redistricting plan passed by the West Virginia Legislature is 
unconstitutional. You can read more about the decision and the entire decision itself on 
the Secretary of State’s website at www.wvsos.com. 
 

Important Dates To Remember 
 

 There are a couple deadlines coming up that you need to remember!  
 

- January 8, 2012 is the last day to publish a notice for a precinct change prior to 
the Primary Election. 

- January 9-January 28, 2012 is the candidate filing period. 
- January 10, 2012 is the deadline for County Clerks to notify party chairmen of 

the pending appointment for Ballot Commissioners. 
- And don’t forget that the first day of the 2012 Legislative Session is January 11. 
- January 15-January 30 is the time period county clerks, as the chairman of the 

board of ballot commissioners, may appoint two ballot commissioners (one each 
from two recognized political parties) for a two-year term. 

 
Schedule of Live Webcasts of Candidate Filing 

 
 From your office you can watch as candidates file their paperwork in the 
Secretary of State’s Office. The candidate filing period begins on January 9 and 
ends on January 28. There will be live webcasts hosted by Secretary Tennant on the 
first and last day of candidate filing. And just like in 2010, the Secretary of State’s Office

will conduct live webcasts (with periodic updates from Secretary Tennant) until the 
midnight deadline on January 28. On the other days, there will be a live video only feed 
from the Secretary of State’s Office from 8:30 AM to 5:00 PM. To watch the webcasts, 
all you have to do is click on the banner on the top of the Secretary of State’s website at 
www.wvsos.com. The banner is not available yet, but will be by early Monday morning.
